The New Hampshire Insurance Department ("NHID") by and through its 

counsel, requests that the Hearing Officer delay the submission of a proposed 

decision in this matter until 35 days following the evidentiary hearing.

The Hearing Officer cannot 

wait until the 35th day to commence writing an order and the Hearing 

Officer does not want to waste time writing an order if this matter is to be 

settled. The parties should be able to settle this matter within 20 days; 

the issues are not complicated. 

2. The parties shall report to the Hearing Officer in 20 days and let the him 

know where settlement stands.
